Leiden University, Law School 
Kamerlingh Onnes Gebouw 
Steenschuur 25 
2311 ES Leiden 
The Netherlands 
 
The maps at the end of the document shows the Kamerlingh Onnes Gebouw (KOG) 
marked in red. The second map showing Kamerlingh Onnes Gebouw in relation to the 
Leiden Central Station. 
 
From the A4, from The Hague heading towards Amsterdam:  
• Take the exit Zoeterwoude-Dorp (Exit 7)  
• Follow the N206 in the direction of Leiden  
• Drive approximately 1,6 km then turn right on to Lammenschansplein, at the traffic 

lights Carry straight on (Lammenschansweg, is indicated in yellow on the first map 
at the end of the document)  

• Approximately 1,5 km at the traffic lights after the “single canal” the road curves to 
the right keep following the road onto Oranjeboomstraat  

• Turn left at the traffic lights (alongside the Hoogvliet supermarket)  
• At the end of the street turn right onto Korevaarstraat  
• Turn left onto Steenschuur. Here you will see the Law School Building, Kamerlingh 

Onnes Gebouw, you can park in front of the building (pay parking is in operation).  
• For more detailed information of the directions see the maps provided at the end of 

the document.  
 
By Foot/Public Transport 
• Take the train to Leiden Central Station. Here you will find the Visitors' Centre for 

Leiden University.  
• The Law School is approximately 20 minutes walk from the station.  

Leave the station from the city centre side (you will recognize you have left by the 
wrong exit if you see the Leids Universitair Medisch Centrum), walk straight on 
over Stationsplein and straight on over Stationsweg eventually you will come to 
Steenstraat. Turn left to go over the bridge, Having crossed the bridge turn right 
onto Kort Rapenburg continue onto the Rapenburg walking with the canal on your 
right hand side. Continue walking following the road until you come to Steenschuur. 
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On this road you will find the Law School (see also the first map at the bottom of 
the document).  

• From Leiden Central Station you can also take the bus to Breestraat (bus stop is also 
named Breestraat). Most buses stop at Breestraat (you can check this with the bus 
driver. Tickets can be bought on the bus). After leaving the bus walk straight on 
further up the Breestraat in the same direction. Turn right at the bridge (the canal 
should be on your left hand side). You are now on Steenschuur where the Law 
School is located. Follow the road straight on where you will reach within one or 
two minutes the Law School Building (see also the first map at the bottom of the 
document).  

 
Taxi 
Taxis can be found at Leiden Central Station. Leave the station at the city centre side 
(you will recognize you have left by the wrong exit if you see the Leids Universitair 
Medisch Centrum), After leaving the building on the right hand side there is a glass 
bridge. The taxi rank is located on this bridge.  
 
 
The Faculty is housed in the monumental Kamerlingh Onnes Gebouw. If you are 
planning to visit Leiden or our Law Faculty please contact our Visitors' Centre which is 
located at Leiden Central Station.  
 
The Visitors' Centre, part of the International Office, is an information-centre for all 
visitors of Universiteit Leiden. It is located in Leiden Central Station and is therefore a 
unique place for the reception of students, scholars and other special guests of the 
university. The Visitors' Centre offers its visitors a warm first welcome to the city of 
Leiden and its university.
